Historie

Na podatku 20. stoleti byly Cechy a Morava
soucasti Rakouska — Uherska. Bezpe¢nostni
sluzbu na venkové zajigtovalo Cetnictvo, ve
méstech a obcich pak statni a komunalni
Policie. Praha byla jednim z mala mést, kde
pUsobilo statni c.k. policejni feditelstvi.

Po rozpadu habsburské monarchie vznikla
28. fiina 1918 Ceskoslovenska republika, kte-
ra prevzala dosavadni systém statni spravy,
v&etné Cetnictva a Policie. Praz&ti policisté
slavnostné slibili vérnost novému demokra-
tickému statu, odlozili operené klobouky

a cisarské odznaky na stejnokrojich nahradili
trikolérami v narodnich barvach. ZvySenym
dohledem v ulicich vyznamné pfispéli k vcel-
ku poklidnému prdbéhu revolucnich udalosti
v Praze.

Policejni Feditelstvi v Praze, déle rozdélené na
okresni komisarstvi a straznice, bylo nejvét-
im statnim policejnim uradem v Ceskoslo-
vensku. Uniformovana straz bezpecnosti
nosila modrocerné stejnokroje s Cervenymi
vylozkami a ¢erné prilby s ozdobnym kova-
nim. Vyzbroj tvofila zpravidla pistole, obusek,
Savle a pouta. Kriminalni sluzbou se zabyvala
neuniformovana straz bezpecnosti. Pri praz-
ském policejnim Feditelstvi vznikly i nékteré
Utvary s celostatni pdisobnosti — napiiklad
Zpravodajska Ustfedna nebo VSeobecna
kriminalni Ustfedna.

V kritickém roce 1938 se mnozi prazsti
policisté méli podilet na obrané Prahy v ramci
praporu Straze obrany statu (SOS), jini byli
odveleni do pohranic¢i, zmitaného nepokoji.

V prestelce s nacistickymi teroristy v Chebu
zahynul i prazsky policista Jan Klenner.

V disledku zrady zapadnich spojenct vSak
Ceskoslovenska vliada pred Hitlerem kapitu-
lovala a zklamani policisté museli 15. bfezna
1939 v Praze prihlizet prijezdu némecké ar-
méady. Byl zfizen Protektorat Cechy a Morava
a nastalo Sest let okupace.

History

At the beginning of the 20-th century the Bo-
hemia and Moravia constituted parts of the
Austro-Hungarian Monarchy. The safety was
effected by the gendarmery in the country
and by the state and municipal police in the
cities and communities. In Prague as in one
of few towns there was the Imperial-Royal
Police Headqurters.

After the desintegration of the Habsburg
Monarchy the Czechoslovak Republic was
formed on October 28-th 1918. The public
administration including the Gendarmery
and the Police were adopted. The Prague
Police Officers swore loyalty oath to the new
democratic state, took off feathered hats and
replaced the imperial badges on their uni-
forms by the national tricolours. Thanks their
supervision in the streets the revolutionary
changes in Prague were quite peaceful.

The Prague Police Headquarters divided into
District Commissariats and Police Stations
was the biggest police office of the Czecho-
slovakia. The police officers were wearing
blue-black uniforms with red rank-badges
and black helmets with metallic decorations
and they were armed by pistol, truncheon,
sword and handcuffs. Criminal Police officers
were wearing plain clothes. At the Prague
Police Headquarters there were established
also other offices with nationwide competen-
ces like the Central Intelligence Office or the
General Criminal Office.

In the critical year 1938 many Prague police
officers were assigned to protect Prague as
members of the State Defence Guard (SOS)
or they were detached to riotous border
regions. Prague police officer Jan Klenner
was killed by Nazi-terrorists in Cheb. As the
consequence of the treachery of the west
allies the Czechoslovak government had

to capitulate to Hitler and frustrated police
officers had to stand watching the arrival

of German Army to Prague on March 15-th
1939. The Protectorate Bohemia and Moravia
was established and 6 years of occupation
begun.




Obdobi 1939 — 1990

V letech 1939 — 1945 &eské Cetnictvo, Viadnf
policie a Obecni vykonna policie byla podFi-
zena némeckeé policii. V Praze také plsobila
fidici uradovna obavaného Gestapa. Mnozi
Cesti policisté se v8ak zapaijili do odboje,
jemuz poskytovali cenné informace. 5. kvétna
1945 zautocila skupina policistd na jednotku
SS, stfezici budovu rozhlasu, a zahajila tak
povstani proti okupantim. Jména prazskych
policistl, ktefi padli v protinacistickém odboji,
pripomina pamétni deska v Muzeu policie.

Po osvobozeni Ceskoslovenska viada roz-
hodla o zfizeni sjednoceného Sboru narodni
bezpecnosti (SNB). Jeho pfislusnici nosili
hnédozeleny, pozdgji modry a nakonec olivo-
vé zeleny stejnokroj s Cervenymi vylozkami.
Béznou vyzbroj tvofila pistole, obusek, pouta
a pozd§ji i slzotvorny sprej (KASR). Nejpo-
Cetngjsi slozkou se stala Verfejna bezpecnost
(VB), konajici poradkovou, dopravni a krimi-
nalni sluzbu. Statni bezpecnost (StB) dohlize-
la na bezpecnostni zajmy statu.

Reditelstvi narodni bezpe&nosti v Praze pre-
vzalo v roce 1945 policejni rozdéleni na Useky
a reviry, nové stanice SNB. Pocatkem 50. let
vznikli okrskovi zmocnénci VB, samostatné
pUsobici ve svéfeném okrsku. V 60. letech
byli ,okrskafi“ soustrfedéni do mistnich oddé-
leni VB. Jim nadfizené byly obvodni spravy

a méstska sprava VB, v jejichz ramci plsobila
dopravni a kriminalni sluzba.

V letech 1948 — 1989 byla ¢ast SNB zneuzita
k pronasledovani politickych odpdrcd komu-
nistického rezimu. Vétsina jeho prislusnikd
v8ak chranila bezpecnost osob a majetku

a verejny poradek, ¢asto s nasazenim zivota.
Napftiklad v roce 1968 byl v Praze na Letné
pri zakroku proti pachateli vioupani do vozidla
smrtelné pobodan poruc¢ik SNB Vaclav
Kabelac.

Zakonem Cislo 2883 z roku 1991 vznikla Poli-
cie Ceské republiky, ktera prevzala tkoly by-
valého SNB. Je podfizena Ministerstvu vnitra
a tvori ji Policejni prezidium, Utvary s celostat-
ni a tzemné vymezenou plisobnosti.

Period 1939 — 1990

In the years 1939 - 1945 the Czech Gen-
darmerie, Government Police and Municipal
Executive Police were subordinate to the
German Police. In Prague there was also the
control centre of the ,GESTAPO". Many of
the Czech police officers but participated in
resistance against occupation by providing
important information to the rebels. On May
5-th 1945 a troop of police officers attacked
the troop of SS protecting the premises of
the Czech Radio and opened the Prague
Uprisal. Names of the Prague police officers
who were killed during the anti-Nazi resistan-
ce are remembered by the memorial plaque
in the Police museum.

After deliberation of the Czech Republic

the government decided to establish the
united Board of National Security (SNB). The
officers were first wearing brown-green, later
dark-blue and finally olive-green uniforms
with red rank-badges. They were armed by
pistols, truncheons, handcuffs and later by
tear-gas spray (KASR). The biggest unit was
the Public Security Police (VB) which was re-
sponsible for public order, traffic and criminal
duties. State Security Police (StB) supervised
the security interests of the state.

In 1945 the Directorate of National Security in
Prague assumed the allocation of Police sec-
tors and districts, newly SNB Stations. Early
in the fifties the independetly operating Local
Community Officers of the Public Security
Police were appointed. In the sixties the ,Lo-
cal Community Officers” were concentrated
in the local stations of Public Security Police.
Their superior bodies were Districts HQ and
Municipal HQ of the Public Security Police.
There were also Traffic and Criminal Police
among the sections of these bodies.

In the years 1948 - 1989 a part of the Board
of National Security was misused for perse-
cution of political opponents of the commu-
nist regime. Major part of the officers but
protected the security and property of people
and public order, often with danger to theit
lifes. For example SNB - Lieutenant Vaclav
Kabela¢ was fatally stabbed during arresting
a car burglar in Prague - Letna in 1968.

The Police of the Czech Republic was
established by the Act 283 in 1991 and it
replaced the former SNB. The Police is sus-
bordinated to the Ministry of Interior and it is
composed of Police Presidium and units with
national or local competences.




Policie v Praze

Spréava hlavniho mésta Prahy Policie CR je
jednim z Utvar( s izemné vymezenou pU-
sobnosti. V Eele spravy stoji feditel a jeho za-
stupci pro ekonomiku, uniformovanou policii,
krizové fizeni a trestni fizeni, kterym podléhaji
Utvary s celoméstskou plisobnosti. Sprava se
déle déli na obvodni feditelstvi Policie CR.

V ramci kancelare feditele spravy vznikla pre-
ventivné informacni skupina, ktera informuje
vefejnost a média o ¢innosti prazskych poli-
cistll a plsobi na Useku prevence kriminality.
Jeji ¢lenové mimo jiné pravidelné beseduji

s détmi i dospélymi o zasadach bezpecného
chovani a spolupracuji s mistni samospravou
na projektech prevence kriminality. Preventis-
té pUsobi i na obvodnich feditelstvi.

Operacni stredisko spravy se podili na fizeni
vykonu sluzby policist(, je propojeno s ope-
racnimi stfedisky obvodU, policejnimi Utvary
i dalsimi slozkami Integrovaného zachran-
ného systému. Denné pfijme nékolik tisic
telefonat( na tisfovou linku 158. V pripadé
potfeby vysila na misto hlidku pohotovostni
motorizované jednotky nebo jiny Utvar. Stary
systém analogového spojeni zanikl v roce
1999 a byl vybudovan novy digitalni systém.
Operatofi pracuji s dotykovymi obrazovkami
a informace zaznamenavaji do formulare pfi-
mo v pocitadi, ktery vyhleda misto oznamené
udalosti v mapé.

Zakonem Cislo 553 z roku 1991 byla obcim
vracena moznost zfidit obecni policii pro
zabezpedeni mistnich zalezitosti vefejného
poradku. Méstska policie hlavniho mésta
Prahy je podfizena Magistratu a kromé celo-
méstskych Utvar( se déli na obvodni feditel-
stvi a okrsky. Ma také vlastni Utvar prevence.
Operacni stfedisko Méstské policie pfijima
telefonicka oznameni na tisnovou linku 156.
Straznici Uzce spolupracui s Policii CR — ze-
jména ji pfedavaji osoby hledané a ddvodné
podezrelé ze spachani trestného Cinu.

The Prague Police

The Prague Police represented with its

Police Headquarters is one of the units with
territorial restricted competences. There is
the Police Commissioner and his deputies for
economy, uniformed police, crisis manage-
ment and criminal proceedings at the head
of this office. They are in charge of units with
municipal-wide competences. There are also
four District - HQ in Prague.

A part of the Police Commissioners Office is
the Group for Prevention and Information. Its
members inform the public and media about
the activities of Prague Police and work on
the crime- prevention. They have regular
sessions with children and adults about the
principles of safety behaviour . They coope-
rate also with local authorities on the crime-
-prevention projectes. Prevention - Officers
are also at the District - Headquarters.

Police officers are controlled by the Com-
mand Centre (Information Room) of the
Prague Police Headquarters. It is connected
with district command centres, police units
and other bodies of the Joint Rescue Ser-
vice. Everyday there are several thousands
telephone calls on the emergency line 158 .
If necessary a patrol car from the central

or local unit is being sent to the place of
incident. The old analog system of wireless
communication was replaced by a new digi-
tal system in 1999. The operators work with
contact screens computers and after writing
down the information the computer itself
finds the place of incedent on the map.

By the Act 553 in 1991 the municipalities got
again the possibility to establish Municipal
Police Units for the purposes of maintaining
of the public order. Municipal Police of the
Capital Prague is subordinated to the Town
Council. In addition to the central bodies the-
re are also District Headquarters and Local
Stations there. It has also its own Prevention
Section. The Command Centre of the Prague
Municipal Police receives emmergency calls
on the line 156. The Municipal Police coope-
rates closely with the Police of the Czech Re-
public - especially by hand-over of suspects
of criminal offences and wanted persons.




Zakladni utvary

Zékladnimi Utvary Policie Ceské republiky

v Praze je 47 mistnich oddéleni poradko-

vé policie, 4 oddéleni zeleznicni policie na
nejvétsSich prazskych nadrazich a oddéleni
letisté Ruzyné. Tyto Utvary s nepretrzitou
sluzbou jsou podfizeny obvodnim feditelstvim
Praha | - IV ( podle stavu na konci roku 2005
). Uniformovani policisté zde konaji hlidkovou
a obchlizkovou sluzbu, pfi ochrané verejného
poradku spolupracuji s mistni samospravou,
prijimaji oznameni od verejnosti a provadéji
Setfeni k prestupkiim a trestnym ¢indim spé-
chanym v misté jejich plisobnosti. Zjisténé
prestupky zpravidla postupuiji Uradim mést-
skych ¢asti nebo jinym spravnim organtim,
pfi objasnovani trestné ¢innosti spolupracuiji
se sluzbou kriminalni policie a vySetfovani

a statnim zastupitelstvim.

Vzhledem k nutnosti posilit hlidkovou sluzbu
v Praze vznikly v ramci obvodnich feditelstvi
Policie CR oddélent hlidkové sluzby (OHS).
Pravidelné vysilaji do ulic obvodu uniformo-
-vané hlidky s Ukolem dohlizet na verejny
poradek a vést boj s pouliéni kriminalitou.
Osoby podezrelé ze spachani trestného Cinu
nebo prestupku zpravidla predavaji mistnim
oddélenim. V pfipadé hromadného naruseni
verejného poradku jsou vybrani policisté
zarazeni do poradkovych jednotek.

Pohotovostni motorizovana
jednotka

Pohotovostni motorizovana jednotka (PMJ)

je podfizena pfimo sprave hl.m. Prahy Policie
CR. Vznikla jiz v roce 1956 a osvéddila se
diky schopnosti u¢inné zakrocit proti pouli¢ni
kriminalité kdekoliv na tzemi Prahy, poho-
tové reagovat na oznameni z tisfiové linky
158 a rychle soustredit vétsi pocet policistl
tam, kde to situace vyzaduje. Uniformovani
policisté PMJ vyjizdgji ve dne i v noci do ulic
Prahy ve 2 — 3 ¢lennych hlidkach. Ne vSechny
zakroky vSak probéhnou hladce. V roce 1997
padl v prestrelce s ozbrojenym pachatelem

v Praze - Nuslich podporucik Michal Branis.
Na pocest jeho i dalich policistl, ktefi za-
hynuli ve sluzbg, je pravidelné poradan pietni
akt a turnaj policejnich fotbalovych klubu.

Basic Sections

There are 47 local Police Stations, 4 Railway
Police Stations at the biggest railway termi-
nals and one Airport Police Station at the
air-terminal Prague-Ruzyné. These Police
Stations are manned 24 hours a day and are
subordinate to the District Police Headquar-
ters Praha I-IV (status of the end of the year
2005). Uniformed police officers patrol in
their districts, protect public order, coo-
perate with local authorities, take incident
reports from public, investigate offences
and crimes comitted in their territory. Minor
offences are usually handed-over to the
local authorities or to other administrative
bodies. By the investigating of criminal acts
they cooperate with the Service of Criminal
Police and Investigation and with the Public
Prosecutor Offices.

Because of the need to reinforce the Police

in Prague the Patrol Units (OHS) were esta-
blished in District Police Headquarters. These
Police Officers patrol in the streets, inspect
the maintaining of public order and fight the
street crime. Suspects of criminal offences or
minor offences are usually taken to the Local
Police Stations. In the cases of massive dis-
turbance of public order the chosen officers
join the Riot PoliceUnits.

The Emergency Motorised
(Cruiser) Unit

The Emergency Motorised (Cruiser)Unit
(PMJ) is subordinated directly to the Prague
Police Headquarters. It was established in
1956 and it proved well thanks to its ability

to fight the street crime anywhere in Prague
effectively, to react on the emergency calls on
the line 158 and to quickly concentrate a gre-
ater number of policemen where necessary.
There are 2-3 uniformed policemen in every
patrol car. Not every duties finishes without
troubles. Second-Lieutenant Michal Branis
was shot dead after shooting exchange by
an armed offender in Prague - Nusle in 1997.
In honour of him and other Police Officers
who died on duty there is the memorial act
and the tournament of police football clubs
are being held regularly.




Dopravni inspektorat
spravy hl. m. Prahy

Samostatna dopravni straz vznikla v ramci
prazského policejniho feditelstvi jiz v roce
1919. Prvni straznik, fidici provoz pokynem
ruky, se tehdy objevil na Vaclavském namésti
a v roce 1927 byl u Masarykova nadrazi
umistén prvni semafor. Postupné vznikly cyk-
listické i motorizované oddily a systém fizeni
provozu a vySetfovani dopravnich nehod byl
stéle zdokonalovan.

Dopravni policisté v Praze ani dnes nezapo-
minaji na své tradice a pravidelné poradaji
soutéz o nejlepsiho regulovéika. Vitéz, ktery
nejlépe zvladne fidit kfizovatku pokyny rukou
policisty, je odménén zlatou smérovkou.

Dopravni inspektorat spravy hl.m. Prahy
Policie CR je dnes rozdélen podle zamé-

Yeni na jednotliva oddéleni a skupiny. Ridi
dopravu v ulicich i pomoci centralizovaného
pracovisté, dohlizi na bezpecnost provozu

na pozemnich komunikacich, méfi rychlost
vozidel, resi pfestupky v doprave, asistuje pfi
odtazich vozidel branicich v provozu, dopro-
vazi nadmeérné naklady, a vydava odborna
stanoviska k dopravnimu znaceni a Upravé
komunikaci. Oddéleni dopravnich nehod ma
nékolik detaSovanych pracovist, odkud vyjizdi
k dopravnim nehodam v celé Praze. Pokud
pfi dopravni nehodé doslo ke spachani trest-
ného ¢inu, prevezme pripad odbor vySetfova-
ni dopravnich nehod.

V roce 2003 na Hlavkoveé mosté projizdéjici
tramvaj smrtelné zranila por. Moniku Macelo-
vou, ktera zde vySetfovala dopravni nehodu.
Na jeji pocest byla na misté tragické udalosti
umisténa pamétni deska.

Dopravni inspektoraty maji i jednotliva obvod-
ni feditelstvi. Dohlizeji na bezpednost provozu
na pozemnich komunikacich a zajistuji do-
pravné bezpecnostni akce.

The Traffic Police of the

Prague Police Headquarters

Independent Traffic Unit as a part of the
Prague Police Headquarters was established
already in 1919. At that time the first police
officer regulated the traffic at the Wenceslas
Square and in 1927 the first traffic light was
built at the Masaryk Railway Station. Subse-
quently cycling and motorized troops were
established and the traffic regulation system
and investigation of traffic accidents were
improved.

Prague traffic policemen do not forget their
tradition and they hold a competition for the
best traffic officer regularly. The winner who
is the best in the regulation of the cross-road
traffic will get the ,Golden indicator*.

The Traffic Police of the Prague Police He-
adquarters is divided into different groups
and departments. The officers regulate the
traffic in the streets directly and also from

a central site, they inspect the traffic security
in the streets, they measure the speed of
the vehicles, they investigate traffic offences,
assist by towing of wrong parked cars, they
escort hypermetrical truckloads and they
issue expert’s opinion regarding traffic signs
and street-engineering. The officers are being
send go to the traffic accidents in Prague
also from some field offices of the Traffic
Accidents Department. If a crime was com-
mitted by a traffic accident, it will be investi-
gated by the Traffic Accidents Investigation
Department.

In 2003 the Lieutenant Monika Macelova
was investigating a traffic accident on the
Hlavka- Bridge and she was fatally injured by
a passing tram. There is a memorial plaque
at the place of this tragic incident.

There are Traffic Police officers also at the
District Police Headquarters. They inspect
the security of the traffic in the streets and
support traffic-security actions.

Kriminalisté zabyvajici se obecnou a hospo-
déarskou trestnou ¢innosti plsobi i v ramci
obvodnich Feditelstvi.

Po celkovém uvolnéni pomérl v roce 1989

se policie musela potykat s prudkym nards-
tem zlo&innosti. Prazsti kriminalisté dosahuiji
v tomto boji dlouhodobé vynikajicich vysled-
kd. Zejména objasnénost nasilnych a mrav-
nostnich trestnych ¢inl je velmi vysoka a jen
maloktery vrah unikne potrestani. Nékteré
zakroky jsou vSak velmi nebezpecné. V srpnu
2002 kriminalisté zadrzeli skupinu muzd,
podezrelych z ozbrojenych loupezi a vydirani.
V domé v Taboritské ulici na Zizkové pritom
doslo k prestrelce, pfi niz padl mjr. Jifi Linhart.
Na jeho pocest byla odhalena pamétni deska.

Criminal Police and
Investigation Service

The criminal offences are being investigated
by the Criminal Police and Investigation Servi-
ce (SKPV). The officers search for offenders,
investigate criminal acts, search for wanted
and missing persons and missing items.

There are Criminal Police officers investiga-
ting common and economical crime also at
the District Police Headquarters.

After the liberalization of the situation in 1989
the Czech Police had to face a sharp rise

of crime. The Prague Criminal Police is very
succesful in fighting the crime in long terms.
Especially the level of detected violent and
sexual crimes is very high and only very few
murderer are not yet punished. However
some police actions are very dangerous. In
August 2002 Criminal Police officers arrested
a group of men suspected of armed robbe-
ries and racketeering. During a shoot-ex-
change in Taboritska Street in Prague-Zizkov
the police officer Major Jifi Linhart was killed.
There is a memorial plaque on this house.




Oddéleni kriminalistickeé
techniky a expertiz

Pouziti kriminalistické techniky Ize u prazske-
ho policejniho feditelstvi sledovat od konce
19. stoleti. Nékterym zlo¢inclim byly sniméany
otisky prstd od roku 1891 poté, co mlady
policejni Urednik FrantiSek Protiwensky zacal
studovat daktyloskopii. V roce 1903 z vlast-
nich prostredk{ zalozil daktyloskopickou
sbirku. V roce 1908, kdy byla daktyloskopie

i v Cechach uznéna za hlavni identifika&ni
metodu a nahradila antropometrii, poskytl
svou sbirku k obecnému pouziti. Podobné
se prosazovaly i dalsi metody. Napriklad

v roce 1900 prazska policie zfidila fotoatelier
a shirku podobizen pachatelll. Po roce 1918
Ceskoslovenska kriminalisticka technika
doséahla velkého pokroku a rychle srovnala
krok se svétem.

V ramci Policie CR spravy hl.m. Prahy dnes
plsobi Odbor kriminalistické techniky a ex-
pertiz (OKTE), ktery je rozdélen na dvé od-
déleni. V ramci 1. oddéleni plsobi pracovisté
daktyloskopie, balistiky, trasologie, mecha-
noskopie, metalografie, grafické expertizy

a elektrotechnické expertizy. 2. oddéleni se
zabyva biologii, chemickou, fyzikalné-che-
mickou a pocitatovou expertizou a provadi
fotoprace. Jsou zde také zafazeni krimina-
listicti technici stalé vyjezdové skupiny, ktefi
pripadd trestné ¢innosti. K 2. oddéleni patfi
také pyrotechnici, ktefi vyjizdéji k nalezlim
podezielych prfedmétd, odborné posuzuiji

a likviduji zajistény funkeni vybusny material

V rdamci obvod-
nich feditelstvi plsobi oddéleni kriminalistické
techniky, které zajistuji stopy na mistech
zejména majetkové trestné Cinnosti.

OKTE pfi své Cinnosti Uzce spolupracu-
je s kriminalistickym ustavem policejniho
prezidia.

Criminalistic Technics and
Expert‘s Opinion Section

The criminalistic procedures were first used
at the Prague Police Headquarters at the
end of the 19. century. After a young Police
Officer FrantiSek Protiwensky had began to
study dactyloscopy some criminals were
fingerprinted since 1891. He founded the

first collection of fingerprints in 1903. In 1908
when dactyloscopy was declared also in our
country as the main identification procedure
and substituted the anthropometry he offered
his collection for the common use. Similarly
also the other procedures were developed. In
1900 the Prague Police for example built up
a gallery and a collection of portraits of crimi-
nals. After 1918 the criminalistic procedures
in Czechoslovakia made big progress by
achieving the world level.

Today there is the Criminalistic Technics and
Expert’'s Opinions Section (Police Forensic
Science Laboratory) at the Prague Police
Headquarters (OKTE). First division deals
with dactyloscopy, ballistics, traceology,
mechanoscopy, metallography, graphic and
electrotechnical expert examination. Second
division deals with biology, chemical, physi-
ochemical and computer expert examination
and there is a photo-laboratory there. There
are also technicians of the Criminal Police
there who gather evidences at the scenes of
the most serious crimes and bomb-disposal
officers who are called to suspected sub-
jects, they analyze and deactivate found
explosive objects and they also search
houses. At the District Police Headquarters
there are Divisions of Criminal Technics and
these officers gather evidences at the scenes
of property crime primarily.

The OKTE Section cooperates close with the
Criminalistic Institut of the Police Presidium.




Zasahova jednotka

Jiz pred rokem 1989 pdsobili u Pohotovostni
motorizované jednotky v Praze vybrani pfislus-
nici VB, ktefi prosli zvlaStnim vycvikem a v pfi-
padé potreby byli vyslani k provedeni zakroku
proti nebezpecnym pachateldim. V roce 1990
zde vznikla Rota zésahu proti nebezpecnym
pachateldim (ROZA), pozdéji vyjmuta z PMJ

a jako samostatna Zasahova jednotka (ZJ)
podfizena odboru poradkové a zelezniCni
policie spravy hl.m. Prahy. Doslo ke zkvalitnéni
vycviku a posileni specializace. Tento Utvar ma
na svém konté mnoho Uspésnych zasahd pro-
zejména pti jejich zadrzeni a eskortach. Casto
také poskytuje pomoc ostatnim policejnim
Utvardm pfi zakrocich proti zviast agresivnim
nebo ozbrojenym osobam.

Specialni poradkova
jednotka

V roce 1990 byly zruSeny poradkové jednotky
VB, nebot jim byly vytykany zasahy pfi proti-
komunistickych demonstracich v letech 1969
a 1989. Zahy se v8ak ukazalo, ze zde chybi
Utvar, schopny kvalifikované provést zakrok
pod jednotnym velenim pfi hromadném na-
ruSeni verejného poradku. Proto v roce 1995
vznikla v Praze Stala poradkova jednotka
(SPJ), Citajici zpocatku jen nékolik desitek
muz0. Poté, co se v srpnu 1997 u hlavni-

ho nadrazi hrstka policistll marné pokusila
zastavit nékolikatisicovy agresivni dav, byl
pocetni stav SPJ zvySen, doslo ke zkvalitnéni
vycviku a vybaveni a zfizeni dalSich poradko-
vych jednotek. Spravnost tohoto kroku byla
potvrzena zejména v zafi roku 2000, kdy do
Prahy v dobé zasedani MMF prijely i poCetné
skupiny agresivnich vytrznik{ z rdznych zemi.

Od roku 2003 tvori Specialni poradkova
jednotka samostatny odbor v ramci Policie
CR spravy hl.m. Prahy. Podili se na bezped-
nostnich opatfenich pfi fotbalovych utkanich,
demonstracich a dalSich hromadnych akcich
nejen v Praze, ale i v jinych krajich Ceské re-
publiky. Zu¢astruje se patracich a kontrolnich
akci a posiluje také hlidkovou a strazni sluzbu
v ulicich Prahy.

Intervention Unit

Already before 1989 the chosen Police
Officers were on duty at the Emergency
Motorised (Cruiser) Unit in Prague. They
had a special training and if necessary they
intercede with dangerous offenders. In 1990
a troop of these Police Officers (ROZA) was
established. This independent unit was sub-
-ordinated to the Public Order and Railway
Police Department of the Prague Police. Their
training was specialized and its quality was
improved. They interfere successfully with
many very dangerous offenders during their
arrest and escort. This unit also often helps
other Police units during actions against
aggressive or armed persons.

Specialised Riot Unit

In 1990 the Riot Units of the former Public
Security Police were deactivated, as they
were criticised of their approach during the
anticommunist demonstrations in 1969 and
1989. However it was proved very early that
a special unit is missing, who would be able
to take action under the unified command
and to manage the situation during the public
disorder. So the Permanent Riot Unit (SPJ)
was established in Prague in 1995. First there
were only some tens of men there. But after
a small group of Police Officers had tried to
stop some thousands of aggressive people in
August 1997 the manpower of SPJ was mul-
tiplied. The quality of training and of equip-
ment was improved and other Riot Units
were established. This right decision was
proved especially in September 2000 when
during the IMF Conference many numerous
groups of aggressive hooligans came to
Prague from different countries.

Since 2003 the Specialised Riot Unit is

a separate department of the Prague Police
Headquarters. The officers maintain public
order during football matches, demonstrati-
ons and other mass public events not only in
Prague but also in other regions of the Czech
Republic. They take part in search and check
police actions and support also regular police
patrols in Prague streets.
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Poficni oddéleni

Pofiéni oddéleni vzniklo v roce 1941 s Ukolem
dohlizet na plavebni poradek, podilet se na
zachrannych akcich, patrat v fecisti po uto-
-nulych osobach a vécech a spolupracovat

s ostatnimi policejnimi Utvary a hasici. Policejni
potapédi z bahnitého dna Vitavy jiz vylovili
mnoho zbrani a jinych véci, které chtéli zlo-
&inci navzdy ukryt v hlubinach. A fada plavcd,
ktefi precenili své sily, vdéci za svUj Zivot

i policistlim od vody. Pfi povodnich v roce
2002 se poriéni oddéleni usilovné zapajilo do
zachrannych a evakuacnich praci, samo vSak
prislo o svij pristav. Jeho motorové ¢luny na
svereny Usek Vitavy v délce 33 km vyplouvaji
z nové zakladny. Obdobny Utvar zfidila i Mést-
ska policie.

Oddéleni Metro

Oddéleni Metro ma za Ukol ve spolupraci

s pracovniky Dopravniho podniku a Mést-
skou policii dohliZzet na verejny porfadek

a bezpecnost v prostorach prazského Metra.
Ze ani tento Ukol neni vzdy snadny dokazuje
pfipad z roku 2002, kdy ve stanici Muzeum
byl pfi zakroku proti agresivnimu pachateli,
ktery ohroZoval cestujici, smrtelné pobodan
por. Jan Mato.

Oddéleni doprovodu vlaki

Oddéleni doprovodu viak( ve spolupréci

s pracovniky Ceskych drah dohliZi na bez-
pednost prepravy ve viacich. Casto doprovazi
vlaky v nichZ jsou prepravovany cenné zasilky,
nebo v nich cestuji napriklad fotbalovi fanous-
ci, rozjafena mladez vracejici se z koncertu

a podobné. Zakrocuje také proti zlodéjdm,
okradajicim spici nebo nepozorné cestujici.

Vézensko eskortni oddéleni

Vézensko eskortni oddéleni stfezi osoby,
umisténé v policejni cele pro podezieni ze
spachani trestného &inu, eskortuje je k vysle-
chu u vysetfovatele nebo k soudu. Spolu-
pracuje pritom s Vézeriskou sluzbou Ceské
republiky.

VySe popsané Utvary podléhaji odboru porad-
kové a Zelezni¢ni policie spravy hl.m. Prahy.

River Police

River Police was established already in 1941.
Their task was to supervise the waterways,
take part in rescue actions, search for
drowned persons, sunk items and to co-
operate with other Police Forces and Fire
Brigades. Police divers have found a lot

of guns and other items in the Vltava river
which the offenders wanted to sink for ever.
Also a number of swimmers thank them for
saving of their life. During the floods in 2002
the River Police took part in the rescue and
evacuation actions but they had lost their
Station — the haven. They supervise now 33
km of the Vltava river from a new base. The
Municipal Police have a similar unit.

Metro Unit

Metro Unit cooperate with the Public Trans-
port Company and with the Municipal Police
and they supervise the public order and
security in the Prague Tube Railway. Even
this duty is not easy. In 2002 Lieutenant Jan
Mato was during arrest stabbed to death by
a aggressive offender who had assaulted the
passengers.

Railway Unit

Railway Unit together with employees of
the Czech Railway Company supervise the
security in trains. They escort valuable con-
signments or they accompany football fans,
concert visitors etc. They also take actions
against thieves who wants to steal property
from sleeping or careless passengers.

Detention and Escort Unit

Detention and Escort Unit guard suspects
of criminal offences in the police custody,
they escort them to the investigator or to the
court. They cooperate with the Detention
Service of the Czech Republic.

Section of Public Order and Railway Police
is in command of units as seen above.




Oddéleni sluzebni
kynologie

Pouziti pstl Ize u prazské policie doloZit

od konce 19. stoleti. Velky rozvoj sluzebni
kynologie pak nastal v obdobf Ceskosloven-
ské republiky. Policejni psi byli po odborném
vycviku a zkouskach pridélovani réiznym
Utvar@im a stali se platnymi pomocniky pfi
patrani. V roce 1969 vznikla v Praze stanice
sluzebnich psti. Cast psovod( tehdy posilo-
vala Pohotovostni motorizovanou jednotku

a mistni oddéleni, dalsi pomahali kriminalni
sluzbé. Od roku 1997 plsobi v Praze samo-
statné oddéleni sluzebni kynologie, rozdélené
na tfi skupiny. 1. skupina vyhledava vybusni-
ny, zbrané a strelivo, omamné latky, patra na
mistech pozarl a pod. 2. skupina zakrocuje
proti pachatel&im pouli¢ni kriminality, asis-
tuje pfi bezpecnostnich opatfenich, provadi
prohlidky objektd a posiluje strazni sluzbu.
3. skupina provadi identifikaci osob podle
pachovych stop. NejbéznéjsSim sluzebnim
plemenem zlstava i nadéle némecky ovcak.
Méstska policie také zfidila Utvar psovodd,
uréeny k zakroklm proti agresivnim vytrzni-
kdm a pro zachranné patraci akce.

Oddéleni jizdni

policie

Policisté na konich slouzili v ramci prazského
policejniho feditelstvi jiz pfed rokem 1918.

Za prvni Ceskoslovenské republiky pdsobily
v Praze ¢tyfi, pozdéji dokonce pét oddill jizd-
ni policie, lisici se barvou koni. Velmi dobre se
osvedcily pfi sluzbé v obtizném terénu, patra-
cich akcich, zakrocich proti agresivnimu davu
ale také skvéle reprezentovaly pfi rlznych
slavnostnich udalostech. Presto byly po roce
1945 zruSeny jako prezitek minulosti. Oddé-
leni jizdni policie se tak doc¢kalo obnoveni az
v roce 1991 a ujalo se svych tradi¢nich Ukold.
Standardnim plemenem policejnich koni je
Gesky teplokrevnik.

Whippers
Unit

Police dogs at the Prague Police were firstly
used at the end of the 19th century. Big de-
velopment of Police cynology was in the era
of the Czechoslovak Republic. Police dogs
were after the training and tests allocated

at different units and they were used for
searching. In 1969 Whippers Unit was esta-
blished in Prague. A part of the dogs were
used by the Emergency Motorised (Cruiser)
Unit (PMJ) and by the Police Stations and
the other were used by the CID. Since 1997
there is a separate whippers unit in Prague.
In the first group there are dogs specialised
for explosives, guns and ammunition, the
dogs in the second group are trained against
offenders of street crime, they are used du-
ring police actions and house searches and
the dogs in the third group identify people
pursuant to their effluvium. The most com-
mon race is the German shepherd. There is
also a Whippers Unit at the Municipal Police.
These dogs are used against aggressive
offenders and during rescue actions.

Mounted
Police Unit

There were Mounted Police at the Prague
Police Headquarters already before 1918. In
the era of the Czechoslovak Republic there
were four and later even five Mounted Police
units in Prague variant by the colour of the
horses. They proved good by duty in heavy
field, by searches, by actions against aggres-
sive crowds of people but they also represen-
ted Police at ceremonies. In 1945 Mounted
Police were deactivated as anachronism.
Mounted Police Unit was re-established in
1991 and it took again its traditional tasks.
The standard race of police horses are the
Czech Warm-Blooded Horse.

Section of Public Order and Railway Police
is in command of units as seen above.
